WINEMAKER NOTES 

If Daven Lore has a flagship wine this may be it. Zephyr 
Ridge and Alder Ridge grapes, grown in sandy soils on a 
south slope overlooking the Columbia River, yield a bold 
and inky black wine. This year the wine has a raspberry 
jam and pomegranate quality. This wine’s bold structure 
can handle all new oak barrels. I used half Minnesota 
American oak and half Hungarian oak.  They impart a 
pleasant cocoa, cinnamon and vanilla quality. Like prior 
vintages, this Durif will bottle age well, likely 5-7 years, if 
you can keep it unopened that long.
